The document must be prepared in Microsoft Word according to these instructions, which can also be found on the web page http://lppm3.ru/en/journal/manusc. The file must be in Portable Document Format (PDF) format before being sent to the journal website. This instructions file can be used as a template for formatting article text: insert the text of the article in this file, fill in the required fields and footers. The organizers do not undertake the obligation to include in the magazine articles that are not designed according to the rules.
The introduction should be at least 3,500 characters with spaces (approximately 1-2 pages).

GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

The manuscript must be written in English. Page setup: top margin - 4.3 cm, bottom margin - 3.0 cm, right margin - 2.5 cm, top margin of the left margin - 2.5 cm; paper size - A4. A manuscript may contain original results or reviews. A manuscript including drawings (no more than 12), tables and links should not exceed 12 pages for the section on Classical Mathematics, 22 pages for the remaining sections. The maximum file size is 4 MB.

TITLE, AUTHORS, AFFILIATION, KEY WORDS

The first page must contain the Title, Author(s), Affiliation(s), Key words and the Summary. The Introduction must begin immediately below, following the format of this template.

3.1
Title

The title should be written centered, in 14pt, boldface Times New Roman, all capital letters. The article title is written after 1 interval if it has more than one line.
3.2
Author

The author's name should include first name, middle initial and surname. It should be written centered, in 12pt boldface Roman, 12pt below the title. The last name is marked with an asterisk and the e-mail of the responsible author is indicated, with which the editorial staff will keep in touch during the preparation of the article for publication in the journal.
3.3
Affiliation

Author's affiliation should be written centered, in 11pt Roman, 12pt below the list of authors. A 12pt space should separate two different affiliations.

3.4
Codes of Classification and Key words

Please write at least three codes from the 2010 Mathematics Subject Classification (MSC2010) in the footer of the first page, in 10pt Roman. The string must begin with the words: 2010 Mathematics Subject Classification: boldfaced. Write, also, at least six keywords. They should be written in the footer after the line of codes, in 10pt Roman, and the line should begin with the words Keywords and Phrases: boldfaced.
3.5
Summary (optional)

Use 12pt Roman for the summary. The Summary word should be highlighted in bold at the beginning of the first line, as shown on the first page of these instructions. The text must be justified.

HEADINGS

4.1
Main headings

The main headings should be written left aligned, in 12pt, boldface and all capital Roman letters. There should be a 12pt space before and 6pt after the main headings.
4.2
Secondary headings

Secondary headings should be written left aligned, 12 pt, boldface Roman, with an initial capital for first word only. There should be a 12pt space before and 6pt after the secondary headings.
5
EDITORIAL HEADING

The first page has to include the Editorial Heading, as shown in the first page of these instructions. Successive pages will include the name of the authors.
6
TEXT

The normal text should be written single-spaced, justified, using 12pt (Times New) Roman in one column. The first line of each paragraph must be indented 0.5cm. There is not inter-paragraph spacing.

7
PAGE NUMBERS

Pages are not numbered in the article.

8
FIGURES

All figures should be numbered consecutively and captioned. The caption title should be written centered, in 11 pt Roman, with upper and lower case letters. The thickness of the lines is not less than 3 pixels, the distance between parallel lines is not less than 0.5 mm. Letters and numbers not less than 3 mm, the same throughout the picture field. The same sizes of letters and numbers in all figures are desirable. The images resolution does not less than 600 dpi.

A 6pt space should separate the figure from the caption, and a 12pt space should separate the upper part of the figure and the bottom of the caption from the surrounding text.

Figures and diagrams should be numbered and embedded in a file in the Word editor, they should be referenced in the text of the article, for example: (Fig. 1).

EQUATIONS

A displayed equation is numbered, using Arabic numbers in parentheses. It should be centered, leaving a 6pt space above and below to separate it from the surrounding text.

A 6pt space should separate the table from the caption, and a 12pt space should separate the table from the surrounding text.

Tables should be numbered and embedded in a file in the Word editor, they should be referenced in the text of the article, for example: (Tab. 1).

FORMAT OF REFERENCES

References should be indicated in the text with numbers in square brackets [1, 2], grouped together at the end of the article and formatted (Roman font 11 pt) in accordance with the following rules:
An article in the journal: the initials and surnames of the authors – roman font, after - a comma; title of the article in quotes, roman font, after - comma; edition name - italics, after - comma; volume - roman bold, after - space; journal number – roman font in parentheses, after - comma; pages: the first page, a dash, the last page of the article - roman font, after - a space; year of publication in parentheses.
Monograph: the initials and the names of the authors - roman font, after - a comma; the title of the monograph is italic, after - a comma; publisher - roman font, after - space; year of publication in parentheses.
The monograph is edited: the name of the monograph is italic, after - a comma; the initials and surnames of the editor (s) are a roman font, after - a space, in parentheses the abbreviation Ed. (Ed.), after - a comma; publisher - roman font, after - space; year of publication in parentheses.
Web references: as a minimum, the full URL should be given and the date when the reference was last accessed.
Examples of references to monographs, journal articles, preprint, an article from the collection of articles are given later in the REFERENCES section of this manual.
